The
gardens feature a variety of plant species from flowering trees, daylilies and hostas to the
internationally important collections of rhododendrons and hydrangeas – creating a
visually stunning environment throughout the seasons.

Your patrons can experience the debut of Bountiful Bogs: The Massachusetts Cranberry
Story, Heritage’s newly acquired cranberry collection – the largest museum cranberry
collection in the country. Plus enjoy David Rogers’ Big Bugs that shines a spotlight on the
remarkable world of insects through his larger-than-life sculpture series. Others may
choose to visit the Wampanoag Wetu, Three Sisters Garden, and Wampanoag Mush8n.
And, of course, they can always revisit their favorite places and discover what’s newly
displayed in the collections of the American Art & Carousel Gallery and the popular From
Carriage to Classic: How Automobiles Transformed America.

Library Pass Program Membership costs $400
and is valid for 12 months from date of purchase.

Library Passes offer library patrons half off general
admission prices for up to 6 individuals. Children 2 and
under are always free and not included in this number.

Heritage is open in 2025 from Saturday, May 10 to
Sunday, October 19, 10am to 5pm, 7 days a week.

An online discount code and/or physical one-time-use
paper passes that you complete will be mailed -
whatever works best for you and your patrons.

Only one pass may be issued per day (unless two
Library Pass Program Memberships are purchased, in

which case two passes can be issued per day.)
